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The Seat and the Man..!
Had dinner with a retired 

government deputy secretary last 
night and as we spoke about his 
years in service, I decided to 
ask him a question that many 
powerful people quietly dread. I 
leaned forward and asked how it 
felt not having any power after 
retirement. For a moment he 
looked at me with a kindness 
that comes only from having seen 
life from both sides of the desk. 
Then he chuckled, not with any 
bitterness or regret, but with the 
calm satisfaction of a man who 
has understood something many 
in high office never do.
He told me that all the years 

he was on the seat he reminded 
himself every single day that it 
was the seat that people respected 
and bowed to and not the man 
sitting on it. He told himself this 
when cars stopped for him, when 
people stood up at meetings, when 
invitations flooded his home, and 
when his phone rang endlessly 
with voices that sounded sweeter 
than honey. He knew that each 
greeting, each salute, and each 

respectful nod was meant for the 
position and not for him. And he 
said that this single thought helped 
him after he retired.
As he spoke, I realised what 

wisdom lay in those simple words. 
Imagine how much heartache we 
would avoid if our powerful lead-
ers understood this. Imagine how 
many tempers would be controlled 
and how many egos would shrink 
to normal size if they remembered 
that the awe they receive is only 
borrowed from the chair they 
occupy. The chair has authority. 
The chair has reach. The chair 
has importance. The man merely 
occupies it for a short while.
Look around and you will see 

the opposite everywhere. People 
in power begin to believe that 
they are the power. They think 
the respect they receive is because 
of their brilliance, their charm, 
or their personality. They forget 
that if the chair is taken away, 
the crowd melts faster than ice 
in summer. The phone stops ring-
ing. The endless visitors disappear. 
The gates outside their home no 

longer see long lines of anxious 
supplicants. Suddenly they are 
alone and the silence is shocking 
because they mistook position for 
affection.
I wish more of our leaders, 

officials, and chair holders under-
stood this truth. The true measure 
of a person begins after the last 
day in office. That is when you 
see whether people still come to 
meet you, still value your opinion, 
still greet you with warmth, and 
still feel you have something to 
offer. That is the moment when 
the man or woman is separated 
from the chair.
As the retired deputy secretary 

finished speaking, he smiled again 
and said that life after retirement 
was peaceful because he had never 
confused the chair with the man. 
That wisdom allowed him to walk 
away with dignity instead of dis-
appointment. And perhaps that is 
the greatest power of all…!

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FIDE Chess World Cup

R.R. Vasudevan
Indian Grand Masters Erigaisi 

Arjun and Pentala Harikrishna 
survived the deadly fourth round 
tiebreakers, moving into the pre-
quarterfinals at the $ 2 million 
FIDE World Cup at Hotel Resort 
Rio, Goa. In a day that almost spelt 
a death knell for many of the seeds, 
FIDE Circuit leader Praggnanandhaa 
Rameshbabu went down to former 
World Rapid Champion Grand 
Master Daniil Dubov. Also making 
their exit were higher seeded GMs 
viz., Vincent Keymer (Germany), 
Maxime Vachier-Lagrave (France) 
and Awonder Liang (USA) 
respectively.
The knock-out format of the 

World Cup keeps consuming seeds 
one after the other. FIDE Circuit 
front runner GM Praggnanandhaa 
had an off-day in office going down 
to GM Daniil Dubov with a narrow 
1.5-2.5 score. On the brighter side, 
Praggnanandhaa has built up a big 
lead for the Candidates 2026 spot 
under FIDE Circuit. Catching up 
with the Indian in the FIDE Circuit 
points table with just a month to 
go, is highly unlikely.
With some powerful yet steady 

show, GM Erigaisi Arjun, the 
highest seed left yet, swept past 
46-year-old veteran GM Peter Leko. 
While the Hungarian legend held 
himself 1-1 in the classical portion, 
the younger Indian Grandmaster 
less than half his age undid Leko 
in the rapids. The 0-2 rapid defeat 
doesn’t justify the way Leko graced 
himself right through. More work 
remains for the top rated Indian 
Grandmaster who now needs to 
win his next three rounds to lock 
the Candidates spot.
GM Pentala Harikrishna who was 

part of the Olympiad Gold winning 
Indian team last year in Budapest 
joined fellow Indian GM Erigaisi 
Arjun in the last 16. Hari overcame 
GM Grandelius Nils of Sweden 
2.5-1.5 snatching the crucial win 
in the second rapid game with 

Arjun, Harikrishna

white pieces. Harikrishna next 
faces the giant-killer of the World 
Cup GM Martinez Alcantara Jose 
Eduardo of Mexico for a spot in 
the quarter-finals.
At the halfway mark, just two 

of the world’s top ten remain. 
In addition to the big share of 
$ 2 million prize money, the 
winner along with second and 
third placed players qualify for 
the FIDE Candidates tournament 
scheduled for March 2026 in 
Cyprus. In honor of Indian legend 
& five time world champion Vishy 
Anand, FIDE shall be awarding the 
World Cup Goa winner with the 
“Viswanathan Anand Cup”.
